
Attainment in Literacy and numeracy in JHA at Level 4 

and Level 5 is greater or much greater than the Virtual 

Comparator, East Ayrshire performance or the 

national performance (ie schools across Scotland). 

Positive destinations for pupils in 

JHA are better than the Virtual 

Comparator, East Ayrshire or 

National data. 

Pupils in the lowest 20%, middle 60% and top 20% achieve 

better than the Virtual Comparator and East Ayrshire data. 

 

Pupils achieve the same or better in deciles 

2,3,4,5,7,9 and 10 than nationally. A few 

pupils in deciles 6 and 8 perform less well.
